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INTRODUCTION OF HANOI

Hanoi, Vietnam's elegant capital, lies on the banks of the Red River, the cultural
center with puppetry, music, and dance performances. Hanoi ranks among the
world's most attractive and interesting cities. Originally named Thang Long, the
city was first the capital of Vietnam in A.D. 1010 and has had many names until
its current incarnation. The name Hanoi, in fact, means “bend in the river” and
denotes the city's strategic location along the vital waterway.

The most obvious reminders of the past in Hanoi are written in the vestiges of
precolonialand colonial buildings low facades tucked beneath towers of concrete,
especially in the city’s Old Quarter. But even these centuries-old structures are
recent, considering the rich history here that dates back thousands of years.
Besides the Old Quarter, there are many beautiful landscapes such as West
Lake and HoanKiem Lake, attracting many foreign tourists.
